- Centrepiece wedding table arrangement - designing balanced and eye-catching centrepieces.

- Pew ends - adding floral accents to ceremony seating for a cohesive look.

You will gain confidence in working with different flowers, foliage, and accessories, while developing

an eye for design that suits both traditional and contemporary wedding styles.

Assessment

This is an essentially practical course with no formal assessment. Students will receive constructive

verbal feedback and will be encouraged to keep a photographic record of their work.
