The qualification requires students to study eight literary texts over the two years of the course. Texts
to be studied include: A Streetcar Named Desire, The Duchess of Malfi, King Lear, The Whitsun
Weddings, Mean Time, a selection of Blake's poetry and two prose texts for coursework.
