Course Overview

The programme also offers unique opportunities for students to engage with professionals in fine art

and related fields through projects, and research activities.

Extensive workshop provision, academic and technical expertise, and access to the cultural sector in

the North West of England and beyond provided to all our students. Students can further engage in

the contemporary art world through regular study trips and exhibitions in Europe.
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Course Requirements

Whilst applications are considered on an individual basis, they are usually based on a requirement to

have 64 UCAS points from either:

A level 3 vocational qualification, GCE A levels or an Access to Higher Education Diploma

GCSE English Language and Maths at grade C/4 or above, or L2 equivalent qualifications.

Mature students with relevant experience and/or professional qualifications are welcome to apply and

may be invited to interview.

What You Will Learn

On this Higher National Diploma, you will study 3-4 units per year. The primary focus is on practical

application through workshops, experimentation and skills building, but this will be grounded in

theoretical understanding. The main aim of this diploma is to allow you to explore different disciplines

until you refine your specialism and identity within the arts.

Assessment

Assessments include a wide range of methods from presentations, essays, live observations,

exhibitions, and portfolios.

All units must be passed to complete the course.
